On behalf of the staff team at Grove I would like to say thank you to every parent who has supported their child this year. You have shown your commitment to your child/ren and the school in so many ways.

Parental consultations were very well attended. Many of you took the time to complete a parental survey. Here are some of the highlights:

99% of parents said their child was happy at Grove. 98% of parents said their child feels safe at Grove. 96% of parents said the school makes sure pupils are well behaved. 98% of parents told us we make you aware of what children will learn during the year. 98% of parents said that when they have spoken to their child's teacher about concerns, they have been dealt with. A small number of parents feel we do not always deal with bullying quickly and effectively. This is something we will work on next year. 99% of parents said they would recommend Grove to another parent.
