In drawing I have already learnt to: 
 
Know that red, blue and yellow are primary colours ( warm colour family) 
Know that orange, green and purple are secondary colours ( cool colour family) 
Know that when a darker colour is added it makes a colour darker (shade)  
Know that when a colour is added to white it creates a tint e.g red to pink 
Know that a gradient is a gradual change eg from one colour to another 
Know marks using paint can be symbolic with meaning created by the artist or viewer.  
Know paint can be layered to add texture.
